Meditation is not a belief; it is a pure science thfe inner. Learning to be silent, learning to be
watchful, learning to be a witness; learning thaby are not the mind but something beyond--
consciousness--will prepare you to receive truth.



Other names have
been given to it by others but it is a namelessrsile, serenity and peace. The first thing in life
is to know who you are and where you are. Then gteing in your life starts settling down
and moving in the right direction.
